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Executive Summary

New Hampshire has not published a comprehensiveshicnme statistics report since the one
released by the New Hampshire Department of Safel993. The Center is publishing this
report to assist policymakers and the public imaréng recent trends in criminal activity in
New Hampshire.

Analyses of crime trends — and the effectivenessentencing, corrections and treatment
programs — benefit community, regional and stateinal justice agencies. Strategic planning
must often rely on quantitative analysis. Law eocémnent programs, such as problem-oriented
policing or hot-spot patrolling, require data tadgieffective allocation of resources. Measuring
progress is difficult without statistics on orgaatipnal activities and their impact. Prevention
and enforcement must have metrics to perform rigoeyvaluations of these programs. Trend
analysis of crime data provides vital informatiorstudy the effectiveness of every criminal
justice program, including sentencing and treatrpeograms. Crime analysis is critical in
developing appropriate criminal justice responses.

The limited availability of meaningful data on cemand criminals in New Hampshire and the
lack of systematic analysis of such data hampédr épécutive branch efforts to address crime
and legislative efforts to establish sound pubtitiqy. Individuals and organizations often
require data or analytical reports and must refeadtiple organizations and locations. While
this task is made somewhat easier by the avaifabiliinformation via the Internet, an
aggregated center for criminal justice statisticailat be idedl This report is the first to meet the
need of criminal justice professionals, researclard policymakers in understanding crime in
New Hampshire.

Overview of crime and criminal justice in New Hamps hire

The table below provides the rank of New Hampshkireported rate of crime as compared to all
50 states and the District of Columbia. (No. 1 cades the highest reported crime rate and 51 the
lowest rate.) Going from one year to the next,ghér number means that compared to other
states, the relative crime rate is decreasingwetaaumber means the relative level of crime is
increasing. The “Index” category represents thal taimber of crimes. Since most crimes

involve property crime, the index is weighted todsathese types of crime.

Official crime statistics are represented by cdatjzins by police and similar law enforcement agesndReported
incidences are generally more reliable than sureeysother types of non-official measures, but soffenses are
likely to go unreported to the police.
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New Hampshire has consistently had the lowest eradrthe lowest overall crime rates in the
U.S. In general, New Hampshire’s property crimesaire very low compared to other states.
The state’s violent crime rates for robbery andifde rape rank slightly higher, but still among
the lowest in the country.

New Hampshire’s crime rate increased much fastar the national average in the 1960’s and
1970’s, then fell faster than the national averager the past three decades. Among the factors
contributing to these differing trends in the stael the nation are population density and degree
of urbanization, demographic makeup of the resigepulation and economic trends.

Comparing the three Northern New England statesn®&New Hampshire and Vermont)

shows that crime rates increased in all three sfaven 1960 through 1980, and then declined at
approximately the same rate after 1980, which sstgg@milarities in the underlying causes of
trends in crime.

While New Hampshire’s crime ranking is among th&det of the states, crime and criminal
justice still represent a significant social andrezmic cost to its citizens. Placing crimes in a
“clock” measurement, one property crime offenseoisimitted every 18 minutes, and one
violent crime offense is committed every 4 hourdlaw Hampshire. However, very few
criminal offenses result in an arrest. Of the rgggbcriminal offenses in 2010, less than one-
third of violent crimes and less than 15 percemroperty crimes in New Hampshire resulted in
an arrest.

Arrest rates are generally twice as high for mefoasrzomen in the same age group. Arrest rates
are also generally four times higher for residemthieir early twenties, compared to residents in
their forties, a pattern that is consistent acedlssrime types and by gender.

The New Hampshire Superior Court system handleatalbb000 criminal charges each year.
The top fifteen criminal charge types represenuabao thirds of the Superior Court criminal
caseload in any year. Drug-related charges aloc@uat for one sixth of the Superior Court’s
annual criminal caseload. Close to half of all anah charges result in a plea of guilty, while
about one third of criminal charges are dismissed.

The New Hampshire prison system houses about 2ybites, at an average annual cost of
$35,000 per inmate. Nearly as many inmates aredabinsthe ten county jails, at about the same
cost per inmate. However, the admissions and retgasthe county system are collectively ten
times higher than the number of admissions an@sekein the state prison system, even though
the number of beds in each system is about the.same

Keeping New Hampshire residents safe from crimeesat significant cost. In the year 2010
the state, county and municipal governments sgsmite$1.2 billion per year on programs
related to public safety and justice, up from $6#iBion in 2001 (see Appendix 2). This
includes municipal police, county sheriffs andgathe state police, the state court system and
the state and county corrections systems.

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About the data

The Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Program of th&&UDepartment of Justice collects data on
certain offenses, termed Part | offenses, whiclrgerted to law enforcement agencies in order
to measure the level and scope of crime occurtinaughout the nation.

Part | offenses are also commonly referred to deXrCrimes — so called because these crimes
are tracked by the Federal Bureau of Investigdtidhe uniform crime reportsindex Crimes
include murder, rape, robbery, aggravated asdawiglary, larceny, and motor vehicle theft.
These seven crimes serve as common indicatorg ofdtion's crime experience because of their
seriousness and frequency of occurrence. Thenmang criminal offenses which are not
included in the Index Crimes, including liquor lawlations, driving under the influence (DUI),
drunkenness, trespass, vandalism, passing bads;h@oktitution, narcotic violations and
disorderly conduct, among others.

The following definitions are used for Part | Ofées under the UCR systém

Violent offenses

Murder and non-negligent manslaughtdihe willful (non-negligent) killing of one
human being by another. Deaths caused by negligatteenpts to kill, assaults to kill,
suicides, and accidental deaths are excludedfidbstihomicides are classified
separately.

Forcible rape The carnal knowledge of a female forcibly andiagt her will. Rapes by
force and attempts or assaults to rape regardfébe age of the victim are included.
Statutory offenses (no force used, victim underafgmnsent) are excluded.

Robbery- The taking or attempting to take anything ofueafrom the care, custody, or
control of a person or persons by force or thré&bre or violence and/or by putting
the victim in fear.

Aggravated assautAn unlawful attack by one person upon anothethe purpose of
inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury. Tiyge of assault usually is accompanied
by the use of a weapon or by means likely to predieath or great bodily harm. Simple
assaults are excluded.

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Property offenses

Burglary— (breaking or entering) - The unlawful entry afteucture to commit a felony
or a theft. Attempted forcible entry is included.

Larceny-theft(except motor vehicle theft) - The unlawful takimgrrying, leading, or
riding away of property from the possession or tmesive possession of another.
Examples are thefts of bicycles or automobile asméss, pocket-picking, shoplifting, or
the stealing of any property or article which ig taken by force and violence or by
fraud. Attempted larcenies are included. Embezzignuonfidence games, forgery,
worthless checks, etc., are excluded.

Motor vehicle theft The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehiélenotor vehicle is
self-propelled and runs on the surface and notais. Motorboats, construction
equipment, airplanes, and farming equipment areifsgaly excluded from this
category.

Crime reporting in New Hampshire

While New Hampshire has broadly moved towards imgleting the National Incident-Based
Reporting System (NIBRS) for collecting crime datat all communities report data in a given
year. This variability in reporting — and the regjté estimation process needed to provide crime
rate information for the state — calls into questioe precision of point-in-time and longitudinal
estimates of crime used by the FBI as well as Ipoaty makers in New Hampshire.

When originally adopted in 1997, only 40 percent@inmunities participated in the NIBRS
program. Since that time, participation has expdramsiderably, but slowly. The population
covered by NIBRS reporting improved considerablyewkhe state’s second largest city,
Nashua, began reporting in 2005, and again whest#te’s largest city, Manchester, started
reporting in 2007. While 87 percent of the staf@pulation lives in communities reporting
NIBRS data, 13 percent of the resident populattdhliges in communities that do not report
crime within the system.

The state has made significant progress in inangdsIBRS participation. However, there is
reason to believe that moving from about half eflthcal agencies reporting to 100 percent
participation in New Hampshire will be difficult thiout additional state or federal policy
changes. Local participants identified the costrgdlementation, training and ongoing
management as the primary barriers to adopting I[$IBR

The state could perhaps improve NIBRS data cotladily increasing the benefit of participating
in the program through expanding the data and ses\yprovided to local communities, thereby
increasing the value of participating. If a comntynvere able to easily compare local crime
data to state or regional averages in a timely mariacal budget makers could make the
argument that changing to the new system wouldvatlee to the public safety in that
community and justify an additional investment. Bt@e could make crime information
available to the local agencies and the publictimaly manner. As an example of such a
system, Vermont uses tBeyond 20/2@rogram, which provides clean, incident-based sargm
data in an intuitive reporting environment withfgehining modules.
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New Hampshire’s crime rate in a national context

In 2010, New Hampshire had one of the lowest criates in the country. Only New York,
Idaho, North Dakota and South Dakota had ratesabBlew Hampshire’s (Figure 3.)

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The District of Columbia had the highest crime ratte6,109 crimes per 100,000 residents. South
Carolina, at 4,498 per 100,000, had the highestecrate of any state, followed by Tennessee,

Texas, Louisiana, Florida, and Delaware.

The following chart (Figure 4) compares the New lgahire crime rate, or the number of crimes

per 100,000 residents, to the United States crates from 1960 to 201DHistorically, New

Hampshire had fewer crimes per person than themas a whole. In 2010, New Hampshire’s
crime rate was 2,353 per 100,000 residents — 3epelowethan the national average of 3,346

per 100,000 residents.

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Although New Hampshire’s crime rate is lower thhe hational average, the state’s crime rate
follows the same pattern of increase and decréasggneral, the crime rate, both in New
Hampshire and nationally, has been declining sineearly 1990s

The graph below gives another point of view. Figbishows the crime rates of New Hampshire
and the nation as a whole indexed to 1960. In otloeds, all crime rates are divided by the rate
in 1960 to show the relative change in crime actinss. This analysis shows a very different
pattern of crime for New Hampshire than the eritinted States. Even though New Hampshire
has had a lower crime rate compared to the U.Sy, M@mpshire has almost 3.5 times the level
of crime it experienced in 1960, while the natigreavhole experienced less than twice the
level.

It is important to note that the New Hampshire erirate increased much faster than the national
average in the 1960’s and 1970’s, but then aldddsler than the national average crime rate
over the last three decades. The New Hampshireeaate increased by 565 percent from 1960
to 1980, while the national average crime ratedase of 210 percent. The crime rate in New
Hampshire fell by 51 percent from 1980 to 2010,levthie national average crime rate decreased
by 45 percent.

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Many reasons could exist for why New Hampshireimerrate rose much faster than the
national average crime rate in the 1960s and 1@f@kas many reasons could exist for the
decline in the rate after 1980. Some factors thmkaown to impact the volume and type of
crime occurring from place to place &re:

Population density and degree of urbanization;

Variations in composition of the population, pautarly youth concentration;

Stability of the population with respect to resitdmobility, commuting patterns, and
transient factors;

Modes of transportation and highway system;

Economic conditions, including median income, powé&vel, and job availability;
Cultural factors and educational, recreational, @tidious characteristics;

Family conditions with respect to divorce and fanubhesiveness;

Climate;

Effective strength of law enforcement agencies;

Administrative and investigative emphases of laforrement;

Policies of other components of the criminal justystem (i.e., prosecutorial, judicial,
correctional, and probational);

Citizens’ attitudes toward crime;

Crime reporting practices of the citizenry

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Figure 6 and Figure 8 break out the rate of tatahes into two major categories: property
crimes and violent crimes. The rate of propertynes in New Hampshire follows the pattern
of the national average but has remained lowewutjtrout the past four decad&n 2010,
New Hampshire’s property crime rate was 2,186 8,000 people, which is 25 percent
lower than the national average of 2,942 per 1aDré6idents.

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Similar to the pattern of all crimes indexed shawirigure 5 , the relative increase in property
crimes peaked in the late 1970s at a rate almgshg@mes that of 1960. Currently, the indexed
rate of property crimes has remained around thngestas high in this decade compared to 1960
— higher than the nation as a whole at about tifiedJ.S. 1960 level.

The state’s violent crime rate shows a very diffegattern, howeve New Hampshire has a
substantially lower violent crime rate (59 perclenter) than the U.S. as a whole in the year
2010 — 167 per 100,000 people in New Hampshireuget84 in the United States per 100,000.

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However, standardizing the violent crime ratesheft).S. and New Hampshire to the rate
experienced in 1960, as shown in Figure 9, New Hzuing experienced substantially higher
levels of violent crimes relative to the past. Andhereas the indexed crime rate of the U.S. has
been declining since the early 1990s, New Hampshimdexed violent crime rate spiked at the
start of the 2000s where the crime rate was 12stitime violent crime rate in 1960.

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Violent crimes in New Hampshire appear to havedased markedly from 1999 to 2000. The
increase in the index crimes of forcible rape, eyland aggravated assault from 1999 to 2000
is probably due to a change in the FBI's statellegBmating methods, as explained below.

Since not all local agencies report crime data istestly, the FBI estimates state crime levels
and rates based on the best available informafinar to 2000 the number of New Hampshire
local agencies reporting reliable crime data wasmegntly too small to be used for state level
estimating purposes. For example, in 1998, New Hhuing had 98 agencies submitting with 29
of those agencies missing anywhere from one manii tmonths of data. In 1999, New
Hampshire had 105 agencies reporting with 14 agerissing anywhere from one month to
nine months of data.

As a result, in the late 1990s the FBI estimated Mampshire crime statistics based on New
England trends. For example, the FBI based thé&l® Etimation of New Hampshire aggravated
assault crimes using New Hampshire 1998 figuresapptlying a percent change equal to the
New England percent change for aggravated assaults.

In 2000, New Hampshire had 123 agencies reportitigseven agencies missing data
(anywhere from two months to 11 months). In thatryéhe FBI notation for New Hampshire
was changed. FBI crime estimates for New Hampsi@&e no longer based on any previous
years’ submittals but on all reporting agencies esttmated for unreported areas only.
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Crime Rates in the Northern New England States

The three states in northern New England (Mainey Neampshire and Vermont) show similar
crime rate trends over the period 1960 to 2010ureid.0 shows that crime rates increased in all
three states from 1960 through 1980, and thenrtstkt approximately the same rate after
1980. Most researchers suggest a combination tdriabave contributed to the decline:
changing demographic patterns — in particular, fandividuals between 18 and 35 years old
(the years when offenders most often commit cripteg) growing economy in the late 1990s,
and the increase in incarceration of violent offsd

New Hampshire’s overall crime rate has been lowantthe overall crime rate in Maine and
Vermont, primarily because the property crime ratewer in New Hampshire than in the other
two northern New England states. New Hampshiredtewit crime rate has been slightly higher
than the Maine and Vermont rates since 2000.

The following table (Table 2) displays a furtheedkdown of the crime rate and summarizes the
rates by the type of offense for the years 19850t0. The changes in crime rates in New
Hampshire can probably be attributed to many offdletors associated with changing crime
rates; increased urbanization, economic conditiand,even criminal reporting practices.

The Center has analyzed the relationship betweamoadic/demographic variables and crimes
rates in the above municipalities. We have foumgtak correlation between crime rates, the size
of the municipality, and the portion of residenétvibeen the ages of 18 to ZdThere is a much
stronger correlation between crime in the aboveionpaities and poverty rates in these areas.

In the following table and chart, we have attempgtedxamine the relationship between crime in
a community, and the demographic characteristithepopulation in that community. We have
selected a few demographic characteristics, foctimemunities with 10,000 or more residents,
that could be correlated with the crime rates oséhsame communities.

In the following chart we show correlations betweeime rates and demographic characteristics
for each community in the above table. The analtsisinates the “college towns” of Durham
(University of New Hampshire) and Hanover (DartnfoGollege), since these communities
were considered outliers in the analysis. Thesenmonities have much higher than average
poverty rates and more young adults than other aamitras in New Hampshire, while at the
same time having much lower crime ratés.

The corresponding
Pearson correlation coefficiénis shown in the upper right panels. For exampie panel in the
second column, first row shows the correlation fioeht for property and violent crime rates.

Violent crime is highly correlated to property cer(0.78), and both property crime (0.79) and
violent crime (0.85) are highly correlated with poty. There is a weak correlation between
crime and the portion of juveniles and young adinltsa community, and a weak negative
correlation between crime and educational attairimen

Finally, we should note that correlation does reatassarily imply causation. If a strong
correlation is observed between two variables ABnthere are several possible explanations:
(a) A influences B; (b) B influences A; (c) A andaB influenced by one of more additional
variables; (d) the relationship observed betweemd B was a chance error. Nonetheless, the
above analysis provides policy makers with infoliorasuggesting further discussion and
analysis.

Comparing Index Criminal Offenses and Arrests from 2008
through 2010

For the purposes of the Uniform Crime Report, darse is defined as an unlawful act reported
to a law enforcement agency. An arrest occurs whemndividual(s) involved in the offense are
seized, held, summoned, or cited by law enforceragencies for participation in an unlawful
act.

Not every offense is cleared by an arrésh the UCR Program, a law enforcement agency
reports that an offense is cleared by an arresiloed for crime reporting purposes, when all of
the following three conditions have been met fdeast one person:

Arrested
Charged with the commission of the offense

Turned over to the court for prosecution (whetlodlofving arrest, court summons, or
police notice)

There is not a one-to-one correlation between stsrand arrests. Typically, there are more
offenses reported by local agencies than theraraests for those offenses. Also, there can be
more than one offense, which leads to only onestarfidne arrest of one person may clear several
crimes, and the arrest of many persons may cldgrome offense. In addition, some clearances
that an agency records in a particular calendar, geah as 2009, may pertain to offenses that
occurred in previous years.

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Offenses can also be cleared by exceptional méansrtain situations, elements beyond law
enforcement’s control prevent the agency from éimgand formally charging the offender.
When this occurs, the agency can clear the offerseptionally. Law enforcement agencies
must meet the following four conditions in orderctear an offense by exceptional means. The
agency must have:

Identified the offender

Gathered enough evidence to support an arrest, emmakarge, and turn over the offender
to the court for prosecution

Identified the offender’s exact location so tha fuspect could be taken into custody
immediately

Encountered a circumstance outside the contr@wfdnforcement that prohibits the
agency from arresting, charging, and prosecutiegftfender

Examples of exceptional clearances include, buhatdéimited to, the death of the offender (e.g.,
by suicide or justifiably killed by police or cign), the victim’s refusal to cooperate with the
prosecution after the offender has been identifiedhe denial of extradition because the
offender committed a crime in another jurisdictaomd is awaiting prosecution. In the UCR
Program, the recovery of property does not cleasfanse.

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The Criminal Courts in New Hampshire

In New Hampshire, criminal charges are handledbith bhe circuit court (formerly the district
court) and the superior court. In general, felohgrges are dealt with in the superior court and
misdemeanor charges are handled in the circuit.cdowever, a person convicted of a class A
misdemeanor in the circuit court has the rightgpeal to the superior court for a trid novo
before a jury.

The Center attempted to obtain criminal statidtiom the circuit court but was unable to do so.
However, the circuit court recently implementedatadnanagement system, which should make
such statistics available in the future.

The data and discussion that follows are drawn fidormation obtained from the superior
court and therefore reflect only felony level ctes@nd any class A misdemeanor charges that
were appealed to the superior court.

The top fifteen types of crime in 2009, shown ia thart below, represent almost two thirds of
the superior court annual charges. Charges invplgimg offenses are predominant. Other
charges that are commonly in the top ten supedortcharges each year are theft, burglary,
simple assault, aggravated felonious sexual assardery, and simple assault.

Corrections in New Hampshire (State and County)

Not every criminal conviction results in a casengfarceration. When an offender receives a
sentence that carries a maximum term in exceseeyear, the sentence is served in one of New
Hampshire's state prisons. In some unusual chatgestate prison authorities can transfer an
inmate to another state, to the federal prisoresysor to one of New Hampshire's county
houses of corrections.

As shown in Figure 40, the increase in the New Harirp state prison population is a fairly
recent event by historical standards. For almostdenturies, from the early 1800s until the
early 1980s, New Hampshire’s state prison populatiavered around 300 inmates. Starting in
the early 1980s New Hampshire’s state prison paijpmancreased rapidly, reaching 2,788
inmates by June 2010. The beginning of this draomege in the number of state prison inmates
coincided with the creation of the New Hampshirgp&rément of Corrections (NHDOG).

New Hampshire State Prison Admission and Releases

The increase in state prison admissions is notausing crime rates. National and state crimes

rates have been either stable or declining whdtegtrison populations have continued to
increase. The increase in admissions to staterpdao be found in prior inmates re-offending
and subsequently being re-incarcerated. Admisgmpsisons are being driven primarily by
offenders already known to the system — paroleatoos and re-offenders — and not by new
criminals. Thus, recidivism is the largest conttdnto state prison admissions annually.
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In 2010, 42 percent of the admissions to stat@pngere from offenders on parole who either
violated parole or had a new sentence imposedefdept of admissions were probation
violators, and 17 percent were offenders in thieegieson system previously who were
returning on a new charge or term. Parole releasesunted for over 75 percent of total
releases, 12 percent were released to probatidle percent of releases were because the
inmate completed all sentences (maxed out).

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Justice Reinvestment in New Hampshire

In June 2009, New Hampshire requested technicetasse from the Council of State
Government’s Justice Center to help develop awtdéepolicy framework to increase public
safety and reduce recidivism.

In January 2010 the Justice Center released itgsadiand policy recommendations to address
the growth in New Hampshire’s prison populationjakhs being driven by rising recidivism
rates, lack of community supervision resources,iaefliciencies in the parole proce$sThose
recommendations include:

Focus supervision on high-risk offenders.

Use short, swift and certain jail sanctions forl@imns of parole or probation.
Establish intermediate sanction program and detgnaarole revocation facility.
Reinvest in treatment for high-risk, high-need @tdners and parolees.

Ensure everyone leaving prison receives at least months of supervision.

Require the release of nonviolent offenders aftey have served no more than 120
percent of their minimum sentence.

State policymakers submitted the recommendatiorgeaate Bill 500 in early February 2010.
The new legislation spurred considerable debate theesucceeding months as it made its way
through committees in both houses. In the endiaim@mark legislation passed both houses in
early June and was signed into law by Governor hysre June 30, 2010.

The majority of SB 500 (Justice Reinvestment Itike@) provisions became effective by October
1, 2010. Although the full impact of SB500 may betknown for some time, there has been a
notable short-term impact on the state prison ierpapulation.

Two key elements of SB 500 were (a) to releasevialent offenders after they have served no
more than 120% of their minimum sentences, antb(p)ace a 90-day limit on the length of
time a person will spend re-incarcerated on a parlation. Partially due to these provisions,
the state prison inmate population has droppedXyirdnates from November 2010 to
November 2011 (Table 11). This has allowed the Bepant of Corrections to close the Gym
Dorm at the Northern Corrections Facility (Berlingon) that had to be created when the Lakes
Region Facility was closed in 2009.

In 2011 the Legislature passed SB52, which chalagéyear’s SB500 (Justice Reinvestment).
The bill has three major provisions:

1. Gives the parole board discretion to exclude aopgs convicted of a violent crime or a
sexually violent offense who is nearing his or maximum sentence, from the
mandatory period of early supervised release

2. Provides the parole board with discretion to extenceduce the 90-day period of re-
incarceration for a parole violation, under specifcircumstances.

Requires that an offender placed on probation ooledor conviction of a felony offense
that would require registration as a sexual offermien offender against children shall
not be placed on administrative supervision--tlastieestrictive level of parole
supervision.

SB52 was signed by the Governor on July 13, 2011.
